DATE OF CEREMONY: Mid February.

Name, Design and History of STATUE: The name is Goya. The designers are José Luis Fernández y Enrique Fernández. The statue was created when the Academy was born. It represents a famous Spanish painter, named Francisco de Goya y Lucientes. 

FINANCING OF CEREMONY: Television rights, private sponsorship and public subsidies.

Selection, Nomination and Awarding PROCEDURE:

Jury System / Membership Voting: Membership voting.

How do the members receive the films for voting? The Academy has prepared an internet program to VOD of the films on streaming just for Academy members. Also the production companies can send the films on DVD. The Academy also screens the films on its own theatre and at the National Film Archives Cinema. 

Selection Procedure: All the members of the Academy with the right to vote vote in all the award categories, i.e. all the members of the Academy vote in each category. The voting will be held in two rounds: in the first four nominations will be chosen for each award, in the second one of the four will be selected. There is also internet voting system with international ISO quality award.

Other Activities: In addition to the Awards referred to, the Academy presents every year the Gold Medal. The presentation of this award has been taking place since 1991, with the objective of paying homage to those people who in their professional career have contributed to the improvement of the Spanish Cinema from an artistic and industrial point of view. The presentation of the medal is made during a formal dinner in the month of September or October. The guests at the Ceremony are not only dignitaries and professionals from our cinema but also colleagues and friends of the person honoured, who take an active part, and the event is illustrated with an audiovisual presentation which covers his life and work.

In 1996, exceptionally, the executive board approved the award of 46 Gold Medals to different professionals from the various technical and artistic categories which have made it possible to speak of the term “History of the Spanish Cinema”, in a Ceremony which took place in Zaragoza for the Centenary of our cinema.

Another of the activities of the Academy is the presentation of the “González Sinde” prize. This prize was created in 1998 and is awarded every year. It took its name from the first President of the Academy, as one of the personalities most connected with the birth of this association. The “González Sinde” prize is awarded to those institutions or people who achieve social aims through the medium of cinema.

The Muñoz Suay Award is for an outstanding research or publication in the field of cinema or audiovisual arts. The Alfonso Sánchez is for an outstanding contribution to the promotion and press coverage to an individual or publication.

The Spanish Academy also gives grants for film students, promotes industry meetings and is host for different industry events.
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
