Involvement of the Public (People’s Choice Award, etc. – please, describe): David Giovani Award – jury composed of 6000 Italian students. Occasionally private sponsors award special prizes voted on by the public.

Best motion picture, Best director, Best first time director, Best screenplay, Best producer, Best leading actress, Best leading actor, Best supporting actress, Best supporting actor, Best cinematography, Best original score, Best original song, Best costume designer, Best Hair Dresser, Best Make-up Artist, Best film editor, Best art director, Best sound mixing, Best visual effects, Best European film, Best foreign language film, Best documentary feature, Best short film, David Giovani.

Selection, Nomination and Awarding PROCEDURE:

Jury System: The Jury votes on films theatrically released in Italy shown in at least 5 major cities for a minimum period of 7 days with full programming. There are two rounds of voting cast by all the members of the Academy who are also the members of the Jury. The first round votes to nominate the short-list and the second/final vote selects the winners from the nominees. The winners are announced at the David di Donatello Award Ceremony and given a statuette.

How do the members receive the films for voting? Screenings are organized and, on rare occasions, the producers will provide DVDs. As of 2010 the producers willing to offer their films to all Jury members, were provided with a streaming system, encrypted with a 1-frame-random I.D. Code which allows for the entirely safe and comfortable screening of films at home -or anywhere in the world- on the computer. 

Selection Procedure: all Italian and foreign movies released in Italy, according to the terms and conditions set forth by the Jury Regulations (films must be screened in at least five major cities and for a minimum of 7-days full programming in the relevant season), are eligible for the David di Donatello Awards.

Nomination Procedure: Each year the Executive Council determines the time and voting procedure. The members of the Academy vote on one film per category. Based on the tally of individual votes of the Academy members, the notary certifies the five nominations resulting from the count. The nominations are made public.

Awarding Procedure: The members of the Academy vote for one film per category through a secret ballot and the winners are announced and given a David di Donatello statuette during the Award Ceremony.
