Applicants must be proposed and seconded by two current members of BAFTA, one of whom should give a short reference outlining the applicant's contribution to the industry. The referees must be familiar with the applicant's professional experience. (This requirement may be waived for applicants who have been nominated for BAFTA Awards in certain categories).

Applicants must supply a current CV with their applications.
