The People’s Choice Award was added as a new category in 1997. The nomination for this category is based on audience acclaim in- and outside of the country of a film’s origin. The winner  is voted for by the European cinema audiences in a campaign launched in the internet and through the major European film magazines.

Selection, Nomination and Awarding PROCEDURE:

Membership Voting:
EFA Members choose, through a secret ballot, the nominations and the winners for the European Film Awards.

The selected films are submitted to the EFA Members on DVD and/or via VOD.

Selection Procedure: The selection of approx. 40 - 45 films proposed to the EFA Members for consideration for a nomination is made as follows:

- in the 20 (twenty) European countries with the highest number of EFA Members (as of March 15), these members vote directly for one film from among the national feature films released in their country between the previous July and June of that year. With a minimal voter turnout of 25% the film having received the highest number of votes in each of these countries will automatically be included in the selection of films, provided it corresponds to the regulations of the European Film Awards;

- the selection of the approx. 20 - 25 remaining films is made by a 
committee composed of members of the EFA Board and a group of experts appointed by the Board. These remaining films are selected from proposals submitted before June 15 by European film institutions, festivals, trade magazines, media partners, members of the European Film Academy and producers of European films.

Nomination Procedure: The members of the European Film Academy vote for the nominees of most* categories. The committee has the right to nominate one further film or performance in each of these categories. (*some nominations are elected through an expert committee or determined by participating festivals as the EUROPEAN FILM ACADEMY SHORT FILM, for example)

Awarding Procedure: Based on the nominations, the members of the European Film Academy vote for most of the winners, which are announced at the European Film Awards Ceremony. (The exceptions are: EUROPEAN FILM ACADEMY LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD, EUROPEAN ACHIEVEMENT IN WORLD CINEMA, EUROPEAN CO-PRODUCTION AWARD – Prix EURIMAGES, PEOPLE’S CHOICE AWARD for Best European Film.)

Producer of the Ceremony: Since 2006: EFA Productions gGmbH, non-profit company, with the European Film Academy as only shareholder. 

Structure of the production TEAM: The European Film Awards Ceremony is produced by EFA Productions gGmbH. All decisions on content, voting procedures and protocol are made by the European Film Academy.

Territories of BROADCAST AND BROADCASTER/S: Broadcast in about 45 territories.

TYPE OF COOPERATION WITH MAIN BROADCASTER/S: ARTE and ZDF are the main cooperation partners in the production of the European Film Awards. 

Other Activities: Throughout the year, EFA initiates and participates in a series of activities dealing with film politics as well as economic, artistic, and training aspects. The programme includes conferences, seminars and workshops, and a common goal is to build a bridge between creativity and the industry. The activities include:

A Sunday in the Country is a special weekend encounter between approximately thirteen young European film makers and some established EFA members. The private atmosphere of these gatherings guarantees an exchange of ideas and experience which goes far beyond the results of usual workshops.

Master Classes offer valuable training opportunities for young talent, combining theoretical and practical training. The high-profile list of former masters includes renowned film professionals such as Jean-Jacques Annaud, André Delvaux, Alain Derobe, Anthony Dod Mantle, Bernd Eichinger, Tsui Hark, Stefan Jarl, Krzysztof Kieslowski, Jiri Menzel, Mike Newell, Hervé Schneid, Allan Starski, Tilda Swinton, István Szabó, and Marc Weigert.

The EFA Short Film Initiative is an initiative of the European Film Academy in co-operation with a series of film festivals throughout Europe. At each of these festivals, one European short film wins a nomination for the European Film Academy Short Film 2010. 

SHORT MATTERS! is the European Film Academy’s short film tour which brings the short films nominated for the European Film Awards to a series of film festivals across Europe and beyond, giving these films an additional platform.
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
